GLASS

Bottles, Jars - clear or coloured
(Please RINSE and REMOVE lids)
Broken glass is not recyclable, to
be bagged and placed in regular
garbage.

ALUMINUM / TIN
Pop & Food cans, aluminum trays,
etc (Please CLEAN & CRUSH)

RIGID PLASTICS

Milk, bleach, vinegar, shampoo,
detergent, antifreeze, pop, water
bottles & jugs with recycle symbol
#1, #2, or #4. Oil Jugs can be
recycled as long as they are
drained. (Please REMOVE caps)

MIXED PLASTICS

Margarine, ice cream, yogurt tubs
& lids, ketchup, mustard,
Tupperware, etc. with the recycle
symbol #1 - #5 Shopping bags
are not recyclable

POLYSTYRENE

STYROFOAM

Bakery & meat trays, foam plates,
cups, fast food containers with #6
symbol (Please CLEAN) Styrofoam
packaging is not recyclable.

Recycle bins are available at the
Township Office for a nominal fee.

Please note 2 separate

trucks will be used for garbage and recycling.

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USER-PAY SYSTEM

The use of Bag Tags is a “user-pay” system — the
more garbage you generate the more you pay.

Recyclable Materials MUST be set out for
collection as described in the foregoing
columns, with the containers co-mingled in a
BLUE BOX, and the paper products bundled or
bagged and placed beside or in another Blue
Box.

Garbage must be contained in bags weighing
not more than 20kq (40Ibs)., with a “BAG TAG”
securely affixed to each bag. Must face the
roadway.

“LOADS” brought to the Site must be properly sorted so
that materials may be deposited at the appropriate
“AREA”. TIRES No Charge-Rims off and clean.

PROHIBITED MATERIALS: Includes Animal Carcasses;
Septic Sludge; Vehicle Bodies; Hazardous Waste i.e. Paint,
Oil, Varsol, etc.; Industrial Waste; Untagged Freezers,
Refrigerators, and Air Conditioners.
